I can
only imagine just how the mighty wind bore in the flame which
adorned their heads. Did it blow through the door, and touch each
one in turn? Did the spark of heaven leap from person to person,
illuminating their features? [ imagine so, that the divine fire was a
fire - although unlike any fire that we have ever known - and spread
as mundane flames do.

It is my fervent prayer that God will start a fire, here - a fire in the
hearts of those who need the ministry of God’s church, and a fire in
my heart. I pray that the energetic, vibrant young people of this
church may be a light to the world, shining forth in South Hill and
Puyallup and beyond. I pray that together we may learn more of the
Word of God and the walk of Christian life. And I pray that God will
send out the Holy Spirit on this ministry, that the Word of the Lord
and the service of God’s people may be a blessing to this community.
